I love Worship Sharing at our
school. Once a month a staff
member sits down with six or eight
children ranging in age from Pre-
K through sixth grade to share
their big thoughts in a worshipful
way. There is usually a query
articulated by the faculty Spiritual
Life Committee for the children to
reflect upon and respond to in some
way. Our most recent query sprang
from Dr. Martin Luther King'’s
“Dream Speech.”

We met in the Meeting House and
Pre-Kindergarten Teacher Amanda
Graves read Happy Birthday,
Martin to us all and offered the
following query;

“Martin Luther King had a dream
that people everywhere would learn
to live together without being mean
to one another. As we begin a new
year, many people think about their
wishes and dreams for the future.
Do you have a dream to help make
the world a better place? What can
you do this year to help make this
dream come true?”

The responses to the query were
collected in each group and
displayed in the hall along with
Dr. King's “Dream Speech.” The
list of dreams reflects what is on
the minds and in the hearts of our
students and is a tribute to the
good work of teachers and parents.
There was talk of beds, baths, toy
boxes and ice cream that you might
expect from young children,

but the Golden Rule, respect,
equality, peace, stewardship,

and social justice shine through
over and over again in our
children’s dreams and wishes

for the world. Justimagine

the ripple effect of these LFS
students going out into the

wider world having spent time
reflecting on important questions,
and having been part of a diverse
community of learners who value
Quaker testimonies.
