Last year we were working hard on 
the Greening Young Minds capital 
campaign sharing our beautiful 
landscaping plans with friends 
and supporters of LFS. We thank 
you for your gifts and support of 
this project everyday! Here we are 
a year later enjoying the fall colors 
of our beautiful campus. Students 
are running up and down our 
amphitheatre and gathering in 
the Peace Circle for quiet play and 
conversations. They are observing 
birds and butterflies, tending worms 
in the compost piles, harvesting 
potatoes, planting bulbs and 
weeding flower beds. Everyone likes 
to relax on the sitting walls along 
the “turtle ranch” – a planting bed 
that Yertel the turtle, a classroom 
pet, enjoys weather permitting. We 
seem to take learning outside at 
every opportunity whether it is a 
science activity, journal writing, art, 
“shop” or picnic lunches. Yes, I said 
shop.  We started a shop program 
for all of our students in pre-k 
through 6th grade this year!

The new fence gives students 
more freedom and access to our 
learning spaces. The landscaping 
has not only improved the 
quality of our lives through 
contact with nature, but it has 
changed the nature of how we 
think about learning - learning 
science in particular. Our learning 
spaces provide opportunities for 
experiencing nature directly and 
we are developing program that is 
deliberate in its approach to science 
with Bryn Mawr College’s Center 
for Science in Society.  Together we 
are developing a curriculum that 
is based in inquiry. In addition we 
have formed a working group to 
consider the task of preserving the 
natural scientist in all children in a 
more global context. Professional 
development has been a science 
focus this year as well. If teachers 
are to develop and teach inquiry 
based science they need to explore 
it themselves. Two of our teachers 

Inquiry Based Science – What’s That?
Our little school is teaching science in a big, new and 
exciting way this year. In conjunction with the Center for 
Science and Society of Bryn Mawr College, Lansdowne 
Friends School is developing an inquiry-based hands-on 
method of teaching science to students beginning with 
a particular focus on life science.

The thought is that rather than rely only on the 
conventional method in which a teacher relays to 
students solely what science experts have concluded, 
students also observe and investigate on their own. 
Head of School, Tr. Susan Stone, explains that the goal 
of the inquiry-based program is to allow each child to be 
the natural scientist that he or she was born to be, based 
on the premise that all people are genetically equipped 
to be curious about our world and want to learn how it 
works.

During the investigational process, with focus on a 
specific topic, students make observations and come 
up with their own questions. They are encouraged 
then to come up with a scientific story or a reasonable 
explanation, after which they will be encouraged to 
further observe and add to the story, or change it 
accordingly. The idea is to continue to explore, collect 
data, add to the explanation, and work toward getting 
the story closer to what feels “less wrong”. Tr. Susan 
describes it as “viewing science as an organic process 
for getting it (your conclusion) less wrong. Inquirers 
are asking always, looking for more answers and more 
questions.”

The newly landscaped grounds lend themselves 
perfectly to this living science program. The campus 
offers a variety of spaces, gardens, vines, trees and 
plants – a habitat attracting life and nature.

Science Coordinator, Teacher Al Gaspar, explains that 
he does not determine curriculum on his own. It is a 
collaborative effort and with each classroom teacher, 
with whom he meets once a week, they discuss what 
that class is learning and decide how to tie it in with Tr. 
Al’s portion of the Science program.

He firmly believes that students need to be involved, 
hands-on, from the earliest stage of a project and in 
as many decision-making processes as possible that 
follow. Basically students take care of the project and 
handle complications or problems as they arise, and as 
a result, become fully engaged and experience a sense 
of ownership.

While preparing for their year-long composting study, 
grades 3/4 worked together to find an appropriate site, 
selected necessary tools and materials, and physically 
did the labor to prepare the site. The project was theirs 
and they were connected on all levels. One unexpected 
result of the activity was that they found they needed 
to eat more fruits and vegetables in order to better 
“feed” their compost with scraps so it would heat up 
faster!

LFS is Spreading its Wings Over Mexico – Inspired by the recent 
addition of Milkweed plants in our new butterfly garden, tremendous 
interest has been brought about concerning the Monarch Butterfly’s 
amazing annual journey to Mexico. Tr. Deb’s 5th and 6th graders and 
Tr. Jill’s 1st and 2nd graders presented the life cycle of the Monarch to 
the school during an early fall Gathering. They discussed a symbolic 
migration project that supports preservation of the Monarch’s winter 
habitat in Mexico. LFS students sent paper butterflies to students in 
Mexico that arrived about the same time as the real Monarchs. We hope 
to hear back from students in Mexico next spring, when Monarchs return, 
which will probably generate much excitement!

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Tr. Al barely contains his enthusiasm for the new program and it is 
fun to watch him as he leads a class outdoors for observation and 
exploration. He doesn’t hesitate to experience nature and life from 
the children’s viewpoint and you often can see him kneeling on 
the ground to get a closer look at something so that he can fully 
exchange with his students.

The children constantly use problem-solving skills to manage 
challenges and he finds their thoughts and ideas ever-surprising. 
He cited that recently grades 5/6 were working on vine supports 
around the pergola and his thought was that the supports should 
be as invisible as possible. The class, looking at the challenge from 
a different point of view, decided the supports should be white and 
noticeable so that no one playing or walking in the area would run 
the risk of tripping over the supports.

He adds that he’s pleased the program includes school children of all 
ages, including Pre-K. Many science programs do not involve students 
in that developmental stage and he feels the program is especially 
beneficial to them, too.

Paul Grobstein, Director of the Bryn Mawr College Center for Science 
in Society, is working closely with Lansdowne Friends School to 
develop the inquiry-based science program and he continues to 
work with our school as the program evolves. He led students in a 
discussion defining what a scientist is and used optical illusions to 
illustrate seeing things in different ways. Things aren’t always what 
they appear to be. He encouraged us to imagine something new, 
something we’ve never before imagined, see what questions come 
up, and explore them.

Two LFS teachers participated in a two-week summer course at Bryn 
Mawr College Center for Science in Society in which the focus was 
Science and a Sense of Place. They felt the course tuned them in more 
to the entire living science program and was beneficial in various 
ways -- by helping them locate the best-suited classroom tools, by 
promoting awareness of the unique needs for their student age 
groups, and by learning new ways to find helpful contacts to further 
enhance existing classes.

Along with the living science program, a service science program has 
sprouted and grown all around the school. Service science is an ongoing 
service component designed to help benefit the environment either 
locally or globally. The whole school is involved at different levels, from 
planting, composting, collecting rain water, building, harvesting and 
preparing seeds for future planting. Soon students will be involved in 
the placement and operation of a weather station that may be up and 
running as early as January. Fifth and sixth grade students will focus 
on recycling paper.

Teacher Deb Hazen explains that service science helps her 5th/6th grade 
students feel connected to other students their age around the world, as 
many students are working to improve global environmental conditions. 
You might notice a blank flag flying on the LFS campus sometime in the 
near future.  Grades 5/6 are working this year toward earning one of four 
patches that can be added to the flag once they’ve completed necessary 
points of action which are part of The Green Flag Program.

Designed to encourage environmental leadership in schools, Green Flag is 
a new project of the national Child Proofing Our Communities Campaign 
coordinated by the Center for Health Environment and Justice. Schools 
get a Green Flag award for completing improvements in one or more 
of the following four issue areas: 1.) Integrated Pest Management of the 
school – eliminating pesticides and herbicides that have been linked to 
cancer and developmental delays in children, participants learn non-toxic 
methods of pest management; 2.) Reduce, Reuse, Recycle – teaching our 
children about the value of conservation and recycling paper and how to 
go about it should have a lasting effect; 3.) Indoor Air Quality – schools 
can determine if they have problems in this area and find solutions; 4.) 
Non-Toxic products – most cleaning products used in schools tend to be 
unhealthy for children and there are non-toxic, cost-effective alternatives 
to be learned about and put to use.

The 5/6 grade students have selected Reduce, Reuse, Recycle and the 
project will involve them at a couple of levels. They will run the program 
and collect as much paper material as they can and this will mean working 
with the school at large and possibly with the local community, too. This 
will also be a money-raising endeavor and the class can use their earnings 
toward their year-end trip.

The goal of LFS is that the living science program will encourage students 
to grow up aware and better equipped to become stewards of our planet. 
Hopefully the nurturing effects of the program will bloom and thrive and 
touch the rest of the world – something Mother Earth needs much more of.
